You think of the deep hush of it, like the hush between
breakers at the beach. You think of the new creation itself resting — the grey squirrel ceasing to twitch and chatter, the
kingfisher settling down on the branch by the pond, the man and woman standing still in the garden. You think of God
blessing this one day of the seven and hallowing it, making it holy.
